The Gospel of John: Knowing Jesus

Chapter 13 “Love and Betrayal”
April 29, 2020
Overview:  A crucial timeline…On Sunday the crowds hailed Jesus as King as He rode royally into Jerusalem and up to the Temple.  But instead of claiming His throne and launching the war of liberation, Jesus again drove the merchants from the Temple and sat down to teach.  The crowds were disappointed and the Sanhedrin was not appeased, and one of Jesus’ closest disciples was fed up. By Wednesday Jesus had nothing more to say to the crowds – they had judged themselves by their attitude toward him. But Jesus had much to say to His twelve core disciples and little time to say it.  On Thursday evening the thirteen men gathered around a meal; only Jesus knew what would happen before dawn.  Tonight we revisit the meal and the conversation.
